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At NPGPS, we are pursuing a Balanced Literacy
Approach in the delivery of the English language arts
education.

A Balanced Literacy Approach means that pupils
at NPGPS will have a well-rounded learning experience
in listening, speaking, reading, writing, viewing and
representing in English. We strive to strengthen pupils'
listening and speaking abilities by providing them with
various platforms for speaking in English and cultivating
a language-rich environment. We believe that pupils
will be more interested in speaking English by putting
them into a more active role in English-speaking activities
this year. Hence, pupils are encouraged not only to
design their own English games but also to host the
games themselves. Pupils have lots of opportunities
to speak up in English on the Campus TV, Speech
Festival, Readers' Theatre and other daily learning
activities during the lessons. Our pupils are going to
perform a Musical in December, too.

Enhancing pupils' reading skills is another focus at
NPGPS. Pupils are supplemented with a wide variety
of reading materials in addition to the textbook, such
as the Beacon Readers, Phonics Booster Books,
Phonics books, Spelling and Raz-Kids online e-books.
We focus on the development of pupils' phonological
awareness, spelling capabilities and the use of
vocabulary and phrases to express themselves.
Besides, we strive to arouse pupils' interest in reading
and foster a habit of reading. We also teach our pupils
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reading strategies so that they will
become independent readers.

In addition, we also emphasize
pupils' writing skills so that they can
express themselves logically in writing.
At NPGPS, pupils learn to write
systematically with the aid of graphical
organizers in each learning unit. These
tools are very useful to help pupils
brainstorming ideas, making drafts,
revising, editing, and finally presenting
and sharing. Pupils have been
improving substantially in organizing
their writing with the aid of graphic
organizers. Besides, teachers will mark
pupils' writings with the aid of the writing
rubrics, which provide pupils with a more
concrete evaluation and comments on
how well they are performing. Pupils will
also write freely in their journals to express
their views on different topics.

At NPGPS, we are confident that by
providing our students with a Balanced
Literacy Approach for learning English,
we will see remarkable improvement in
our students' written, listening, spoken
and reading comprehension.
