 This theme helps students connect English with science and 

reading, so students learn useful vocabulary while talking about 

real things like gravity, orbits, and space missions. Through these 

activities, we hope everyone feels curious, asks questions, and 

uses English confidently to explore and share big ideas.

Reporter: We learnt that there are three themes: the solar system, 

astronaut life and rocket life. Could you tell us what activities 

students will do in each part?

Ms So: For the solar system, students will label planets and make group 

posters. Astronaut life includes role-play interviews and drawing 

daily routines. Rocket life involves building paper rockets and 

writing 'launch stories'.

Reporter: Which activity are you most excited about, and why do you think 

students will like it?

Ms So: I’m most excited about the astronaut role-plays. Students love 

pretending and speaking English freely, which builds confidence 

through play.

Reporter: How do these space activities help students improve their 

English? 

Ms Cheung: They help by using real contexts, like describing rocket parts 

or planets.This makes vocabulary stick in our minds and 

encourages speaking without fear. 

Reporter: What English skills do you hope students can practise most, for 

example, speaking, writing or reading?

Ms Cheung:  We focus on speaking and writing most, through talks and 

journals. Reading comes in with space fact sheets to build all 

the skills together.gggg

Ms Lee: Apart from the knowledge about space, we hope pupils can 

memorize what they learn outside the classroom so as to gain 

knowledge. After all, self-directed learning is an important skill to 

be acquired.

Reporter: If students are very interested in space after these activities, 

what can they do to learn more by themselves?

Ms Lee: This year, the library has bought a lot of storybooks, fiction and 

non-fiction books about space. Pupils can come to the library 

and borrow more books to learn about it. They can also use 

their computers to search information about space to learn 

more. Of course, they can go to the theme-wall outside the 

teacher's room so that they will learn a lot more.

Reporter: Thank you, teachers, for answering our questions and planning 

such fun English activities for us.

Ms Ho: We hope all students enjoy our English activities about space 

and keep using English to explore new ideas and new worlds.
